1. This list is given here only for indicative purposes and will be finalised for the 
Submission Document where it will be used to derive standard charges.    

 

2. This list does not include those improvements to infrastructure required to be directly 

implemented as part of a specific proposal in the Area Action Plan.   
 

3. Some of the improvements to be funded through standard charges include works 

such as lighting or public art, whose detailed identification will only be made following 
the preparation of a relevant strategy.  If the appropriate strategy is not in place in 

time for the Submission Document, then a nominal cost for these works will be 

incorporated into the calculation of standard charges.   
 

4. In accordance with guidance given in Circular 05/2005 “Planning Obligations”, the 

standard charges will not cover maintenance costs, as in most cases, these 

infrastructure works are intended for wider public use.   
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5. In some cases, it is expected that a development will make direct provision of a 

specific infrastructure improvement which has been listed as contributing to a 
standard charge.  An example of this could be the environmental improvement of 

Princess Way, in accordance with Policy TC26.  This improvement, as listed in this 

Appendix F, would be eligible to be funded from the pooled contributions accrued 

through standard charges over a period of time.  However, if the redevelopment of 
Main Square MSCP or Ashwood House came forward, then it may be appropriate to 

require those schemes to make this environmental improvement due to their direct 

impact on this pedestrianised area.  In these circumstances, there would be no 
reimbursement of previous contributors to the pooled funds in respect of that element 

ascribed to the improvement of Princess Way.  This would be on the grounds that any 

scheme making direct provision would not be required to also comply with the full 
extent of the standard charges: thus the comprehensive improvements to 

infrastructure over the plan period would have been required on a holistic and 

equitable basis from all developments.   
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
