Preferred Policy TC6: Markets  

 
The Council will promote markets on Princess Way and the High Street.  

 

 

5.19 Markets can help make a town centre more lively and add to the overall shopping 
experience.  To date, markets have occasionally been held in Princess Way.  

Extending the market to the High Street would offer the scope for a much expanded 

facility and help reinforce the shopping function of this part of the Town Centre.  The 

opportunity to provide a market on the High Street will be improved once it has been 
pedestrianised (see Policy TC14).  The provision of a market on the High Street would 

require further consents in due course from the Borough Council and County 

Transportation Authority.  Stallholders will be expected to comply with requirements for 
the design of market stalls, servicing, litter control, refuse collection and other 

arrangements which can be obtained from the Borough and County Councils.    

 

  
 

Choice of the Preferred Option  

 

As part of the Options Paper, two options for whether to hold markets were 
presented: 

• Option S13 – A market is needed. 

• Option S14 – There is no need for a market.   
 

The Preferred Option to hold a market, as presented in Preferred Policy TC6, is 

Option S13.  This approach will allow the Town Centre to provide a comprehensive 
range of retail facilities and enhance its vitality and viability.   

 

The Options Paper also presented two options on the location of a market: 

• Option S15 – High Street. 
• Option S16 – Park Street.   

 

The Preferred Option to hold a market on High Street in addition to the existing 
location on Princess Way is Option S15.  Locating a market on the High Street will be 

compatible with the more historic character of this part of the Town Centre and 

proposals for its pedestrianisation.     
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
