However, a SANG mitigation
model is now in place and capacity is available in this locality so this
issue is not considered likely to reoccur.

Availability information: The site consists of offices that are partially empty and therefore
represents redevelopment opportunity. Ashwood House is available for
redevelopment immediately and it is advised that an application will be
submitted later this year (2017).

Market and viability factors: Ashwood House would be converted and extended to provide residential
accommodation. The ground floor of Ashwood House would likely be
retained for retail uses, resulting in a mixed use development overall.
Parking would be incorporated within the development, with access from
Pembroke Broadway. There are no known barriers to the achievability of
development in the 0-5 year period. SANG will be provided off-site.

The location
is suitable for mixed use development including residential. Previous
application 2004/0134 was refused for overdevelopment, which
constituted 79 units in total. Previous application 2007/0773 for a mixed
use scheme including 24 flats (net 2) was withdrawn as a legal obligation
securing SPA mitigation for the scheme had not been completed.
However, a SANG mitigation model is now in place and capacity is
available in this locality so this issue is not considered likely to reoccur.

Is site available?: YES

Availability information: The site was submitted in the 2012 Call for Sites and included in
previous SHLAAs. The availability of the site has been reconfirmed as
part of the 2017 Call for Sites exercise. It is considered to be suitable for
development, being situated in a location where the principle of such
development is acceptable and where there are no other notable
constraints that would inhibit the delivery of the site.
